The 4th night will have a 2-1/2 hour 

certification exam. 
 

To be eligible to take this course you have to have one of the following; 
 

1.  You are an iTi certified HVAC Fire Life Safety Level 1 Technician. 

2.  You have at least 3 years experience in HVAC Fire Life Safety work and a letter of 

recommendation from your employer 

 

Some of the Duties a Supervisor will be responsible for are; 

• Overseeing the work of the Level 1 Technician 

• Do the preliminary work for the Technician to be able to perform the Damper Inspection 

• Review Codes that the building was constructed under  

• Review the Codes that any remodeling may have been done under 

• When required, or in the absence of pre-established, written procedures, the Supervisor 

will write inspection, testing and maintenance procedures. 

• At the completion of the inspection the Supervisor will be responsible for the written 

report of the complete inspection including any repairs made or needed.
